1.  Hall Structures  

Exhibitors are strictly not allowed to use the existing structures of the hall s in any 

manner.  The operable walls and ceiling cannot  have anything attached to, leaned against 

nor hung from. Drilling is not permitted on the venue floor for whatsoever reason  

 

2.  Identification  

Entry in to the exhibition halls is strictly by identity badges only. All s taff / workers 

employed for the construction of the booth s must wear identification b adges provided by 

the organiser s at all times upon entering the exhibition complex. These badges will be 

issued during the exhibitor registration only after all pending  du es are cleared by the 

exhibitors. The organisers reserve  the right to evict  the staff / workers not wearing the 

official show identity badges within  the exhibition complex at all times.  

 

3.  Removal of rubbish  

During the build -up and dismantling period s, exhibitors and their contractors will be 

responsible for a day - to -day removal of waste / debris from their booths (i.e. empty paint 

cans, lumber scraps , packing material  etc.). Failure to do so will result in the 

exhibitors being liable for service fees i nvolved in removing the waste .   

 

4.  Open frontages  

All booths in the exhibition are recommended, irrespective of height, to have at least half 

of the frontage on each side, open or fitted with transparent material to the underside of 

fascia. It is advisa ble to keep at least 30% of the floor area free for smooth movement of 

visitors.  

 

5.  Floor covering  

In accordance to the organiser sô build -up schedule, exhibitors doing their own booth 

construction should arrange  for the following :  

(a)   Carpet and back wall coverings to be installed latest by 20 00  hrs on 28 th  

Oct ober  200 9 .   

(b)  All carpet and floor coverings must be affixed only with double -sided tape. Th is tape  

must  be removed during the dismantling period. The use of paint or glue on the 

floor of the e xhibition hall is strictly forbidden.  

(c)  Please refer layout limitations mentioned in Rules & Regulations point B2 on 

pages 2 1  ï 2 4 ,  to avoid inconvenience to other adjoining exhibitors.  

(d)  No support may be taken from the walls. This includes the hall walls and the walls of 

other exhibitors.  

 

6.  Painting of display for bare space  

All exhibitors build ing their own stand need to neatly finish the backside up  to the 

complete height of their display. No spray painting of whatsoever type is permitted 
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in side  the exhibition halls . All flammable materials (like thinners) are to be safely 

placed and removed from the hall immediately after use.  

 

7 .  Bare Space design building & fire regulations ( IMPORTANT !)  

Exhibitors building their own booth must submit detail ed scaled drawings  with ( 3D 

views,  floor plan, elevation with dimensions)  of their booth to the organiser s by the 

stipulated deadline ( 1 9 th  September 200 9 )  for the approval of the organiser s to ensure 

that the safety, interests of show aesthetics as well a s other exhibitors are observed.  

Failure to do so, may incur penalty charges of Rs. 25,000 / -  per design to 

exhibitors for special or late scrutiny . All materials used in the booth construction 

must be ful ly fireproof in accordance with local government rul es and regulations. Please 

refer f orm F 1 0 .  

 

8 .  Dismantling  

At the close of the exhibition, it is the joint responsibility of the exhibitor and / or their 

contractor s to dismantle and remove all display materials within their booth, in 

accordance with the  dismantling s chedule  (refer page 1 2 )  issued by the organiser s. 

All materials (exhibit & display) must be cleared by the exhibitors and / or their 

contractors latest by 0 6 00 hrs.  of 01 st  Nov ember  200 9 .  Failure to do so will result 

in the exhibitors being liable for service fees incurred  in clearing their stall space .  

 

9 . Observance of rules and regulations  

Exhibitors are responsible and liable for their contractorsô observance of all rules and 

regulations set by the organisers.

B2  Rules & Regulation s 

 

B2.1 Rules for Shell Scheme Booths  

 

 Minimum space available for booking shell scheme is 9 sq. m ts.  

 No painting or pasting of wall paper o n the  panels is permi tted. Exhibitors who desire 

to have any panel painted or wall papered must inform the official booth fitting 

contractor in advance  for approval & execution of work upon appropriate payment.  

 No additional fitting or displays are allowed to be attached, nail ed, screwed or drilled 

to the booth structure or fascia board. On violation of this instruction , the exhibitor is 

liable to be charged by the official booth contractor for damages caused to the booth.  

 The use of inflammable materials for decoration of the  booth is prohibited , unless such 

decorations have been treated with fire ï retarding substance. Use of heating 

appliances is strictly prohibited.  

 Artificial p lants and flowers are combustible and give off toxic fumes therefore they 

must not be used for st and dressing .  

 No suspension / cloth banner(s), from hall ceiling or fixtures to the walls , column & 

floor of the hall (s)  or any other part of the building structure is permitted. Exhibitor 

should only utilize inner part of the booth allotted to them for di splay . 

 Height of all fittings / exhibits should be restricted to 2.5 m ts. The re ar and side walls 

should be 2.5 m ts high. Structures / exhibits (mounted or otherwise )  between 

2.5 m t s & 3.5 m t s in height must be approved by the organisers and placed at 

a minimu m distance of 1m t  from all sides of the booth .  

 No financial credit / adjustments will be given by show organis ers / official contractor , 

for any shell booth items not utilized  by the exhibitor . 

 No POP or display material should be pasted or nailed on the f ascia name board 

provided by official shell booth contractor. Any violation to this will d emand a 

penalty of  INR 2 ,5 00.00  per panel.  

  

B2.2 R ules for Space only & Special Design Booths  

 

 Height of all fittings / exhibits should be restricted to 2.5mt. The rear and side walls 

should be 2.5mt s high. Structures / exhibits (mounted or otherwise) between 

2.5mt s & 3.5mt s in height must be approved by the organisers and placed at 

a minimum distance of 1mt from all sides within the booth .  

 For booths w ith 2 or 3 ope n sides or island booths , there shall be no partitions on the 

open sides.  The inside partitions shall also be such that  they do not obstruct the view 

or aesthetics of adjoining booth(s). In case these are found to be obstructive, such 

partitions shall have  to be changed  with clear glass / acrylic above a height of 1.2 mt s.  

 For booths  upto 100 sq. mts, a s ingle branding signage of  maximum surface area 1 s q. 

mt. is allowed . This signage wil l be allowed to be projected  upto 3 m ts  of the booth  

height . Similarly,  for booths  above 100 sq. mts. a single branding signage of 

maximum surface area 3  sq. mt s. is allowed. This signage will be allowed to be 

projected upto 3.5 m ts of the booth  height .  

 Individual booth(s) numbers as allocated by the organisers should be 

disp layed on the booth in such a manner that it is clearly visible to all visitors.  

 No partitions / structures / features shall be placed in such a way / location that it 

obstructs the aisles or aesthetics of the overall exhibition or view of other booths 

sur rounding it.  

 Exhibitors are requested to submit for approval, scaled booth layout plan, 

elevation with dimensions , artistôs impression (3D views) and electrical 

single line drawing,  to the Organisers in duplicate on form F1 0  within the 

stipulated deadline .  Clearance / alterations that may be necessary will be intimated 

within 10 days from the receipt of the designs. No booth on bare space shall be built 

without the prior written approval of the organisers.  
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 The exhibitors must at all times keep one copy of t he approved drawing at the work 

site during the show.  

 In case any pre - fabrication is done by an exhibitor before the approval of the design 

by the organisers, the exhibitor shall be bound by the changes / modifications advised 

at the time of approval of th e design and will have to  change  the said pre - fabricated 

structure or any other feature so as to adhere to the  basic design guidelines.  

 All the material used in the construction of stand, features and displays, including 

signs and fascias, shall be non -com bustible, inherently non - flammable or durably 

flame proofed.  

 Artificial p lants and flowers are combustible and give off toxic fumes therefore they 

must not be used for stand dressing .  

 All booths  that are designed to incorporate raised floor  /  platforms sho uld 

necessarily provide 1mt . wide access (ramp)  for the disabled on at least one 

side & within the periphery of their booth . The access ramp for disabled must 

be clearly shown in the booth design at the time of submission of the designs 

for approval .  

 Struc tures of special designs should remain within the boundaries of the space allotted 

and should not protrude into adjacent booths or aisle spaces.  

 No aisle space may be obstructed by any exhibits or structures thus ensuring free flow 

of public /viewers.  

 Cook ing of any kind inside the halls / booth is strictly prohibited.  

 Neon or flashing lights  /  signs shall not be permitted unless they form an integral part 

of an exhibitorôs product, and have to be duly approved by the Orgainsers.  

 Cloth  /  synthetic banners w ill not be permitted.   

 All the exhibitors and their respective special booth  design contractors are 

requested to complete the booth  fabrication work by 20 00 hrs of 28 th  October 

200 9 , after which no work would be allowed to continue in their booths .  

Exhibi tors / contractors wishing to continue beyond the above mentioned 

deadline would be levied a penalty of Rs. 10,000/ -  per hour , per booth  

thereafter upto 24 00 hrs of 28 th  October 200 9 . Kindly contact the Organisers 

office on site for further details & proce dures.  

 

Note : As per the Venue regulations, the working hours during the set - up and 

dismantling days will be from 0800 ï 2200 hrs only .  

 

 

B2.3 Booth boundaries and design restrictions  

 

The permitted booth height is 2.5 m ts. Any design for a structure excee ding 2.5mts . upto 

3.5mts  in height must be submitted for approval at least 6 weeks in advance and will be 

considered on a case by case basis. If approved, this structure will be restricted to a 

distance of 1mt away from the backwall & dividing walls of the  neighboring booths.   

 

Exhibitors may not place any display material or exhibit, nor extend their booth structures 

and fittings, beyond their contracted boundary.  

 

Open frontages:  All booths in the exhibition, irrespective of height, must have at least hal f 

of any frontage facing an aisle opened or fitted with transparent material to the underside of 

the fascia if the design so requires.  

 

The organisers reserve the right at any time to order /  alter /  remove any booth which differs 

from the approved specif ications or which does not conform to the rules and regulations. The 

costs of such alteration and removal shall be entirely bor ne by the exhibitor and any sum  of 

money which may have been paid by the exhibitors for rent and other charges shall not be 

refun ded.  

 

IT IS STRONGLY RECOMMENDED TO BRING IN PRE - FABRICATED BOOTH

Where no 

services are required or approval s sought, the relevant form should be marked ñNot 

Applicable ò or  ñNil ò and also returned to the organisers by due date to avoid omission by 

default.  

 

Care should be taken to complete these forms fully  & legibly . Reference should be made to 

any applicable exhibitorôs regulation as well as any supplementary regulation which may be 

promulgated and also to any conditions mentioned in the text or on the forms.  

 

All forms are to be returned to the organi sers or official contractors as indicated on each 

form . Off icial contractors may seek additional information and  /  or payment directly from the 

exhibitor .  

 

Payment is to be made directly to the respective service provider  and official receipt obtained 

from them . The organisers will not take any responsibility to s ervice exhibitor needs through 

the official contractors in terms of materials or documentation. These services would include 

services such as tele phone  & internet connection , additional furniture & electric  supply  for 

buil d-up , host & hostess, horticulture , conservancy, security etc.  

 

Exhibitors are advised to retain a copy of the forms for their records.  

 

 

B4 Promotion s during the show  

 

Exhibitors are requested not to place stickers, signs, banners, posters or any other form of 

POP materials anywhere in the exhibition premises other than within their own booth and on 

paid advertising poster sites and billboards. Likewise, exhibitorsô representatives may not 

distribute brochures, invitations, etc. along the gangway nor near the entrances  /  exits or 

anywher e else with in the venue premises. Organisers reserve the right to confiscate such 

materials if noticed by any of the Organisers  staff / official agencies.  

 

 

B5 Demonstrations and presentations  

 

Exhibitors who intend to demonstrate or make present ations  during the exhibition , shall 

ensure that such demonstrations and presentations would  not interfere with the conducting of 

business of other exhibitors in terms of sound, nor any other form of disturbance . The 

organisers reserve the right to determine the a cceptable sound level and extent of 

demonstration, if such an activity causes inconvenience or annoyance to the public or other 

exhibitors within the vicinity of the exhibition.  

 

Smoking, c onsumption or serving of alcoholic drinks / liquor is strictly pro hibited 

within the entire exhibition complex as per local government rules. Any promotional 

activity involving the demonstration of games, competitions or quizzes will strictly 

need advance permission from the Organisers.  

  

 

B6 Working Machinery  

 

Machine ry, engines and similar equipment exhi bited shall be electrically and mechanically 

disconnected, except if required for a demonstration. In this case, it must be guarded with 

suitable physical barriers to protect the public and prevent unauthori sed operati on. 

Appropriate w arning signs must also be provided  wherever necessary .  
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B7 Power supply and lighting  

 

 All electrical installation work at the exhibition must be carried out solely by the 

organisersô official contractor.  

 Exhibitors requiring special a rrangements (e.g. different voltages and frequency or 

special connections to their equipment s) must arrange for their own transformers, 

converters, etc.  

 All electrical equipment must be checked & tested by the organisersô appointed 

licensed e ngineers prio r to switch ing on the electricity supply.  

 In the event that the official contractor appointed by the organi ser s is 

engaged by the exhibitor to carry out any electrical works, then the exhibitor 

shall be responsible for settling all accounts towards the sam e as well as for 

any electricity consumed by the exhibitors booth or display directly with the 

contractor.   

 The exhibitor shall ensure th at all electrical installations and exhibits within their  booth 

space comply with a ny  statutory or local regulations or  requirements to which the 

exhibition may be subject. Any direct light from an electrical device must be screened 

in such a way as to avoid causing nuisance or discomfort to visitors and other 

exhibitors .  

 

Exhibitors are requested to note that full power l oad as per request will be made 

available only on 28 th  Oct ober  200 9  between 14 00 and 20 00 hrs . If any exhibitor 

needs to have power load in addition to the above schedule mentioned, they will 

have to directly requisition the same with the official electric al contractor by 

submitting the electrical form F1 5  before the deadline  as mentioned in the form . 

 

 

B8 Booth cleaning  

 

During the exhibition days, the organisers will be responsible for the cleaning of standard 

shell scheme booth carpet and aisles daily.  Cleaning of exhibitorsô special designed 

booths shall be the responsibility of the exhibitors appointed contractors even 

during the show days.  During the build -up and tear -down periods, exhibitors are 

responsible for the removal of their own booth buildin g / dismantling materials and scrap / 

wastage.  

 

 

B9 Exhibits move in  

 

Cargo (es)  which is to be moved directly to the exhibition site should not arrive at the 

exhibition earlier than 26 th  Oct ober  200 9 or  before the build up period .  Please note that 

organi sers will not take charge of your exhibits reaching the  site directly through transport . 

The exhibitor  will have to depute someone responsible to accept the delivery on thei r behalf. 

Any disputes arising out of transport / labour issues will be the sole re sponsibility of the 

exhibitor and the organisers under any circumstances will not deal in such matters before, 

during and after the exhibition. All such disputes will have to be dealt with & settled by the  

exhibitor outside the exhibition complex.  

 

Exhibit ors, their agents or contractors are responsible for the early installation of 

their heavy or large exhibits ac cording to the move - in schedule (refer page  1 2 ) 

provided in the exhibitors manual . It is important to maintain this deadline, since if 

other boot h structures are built up, it may not be possible to move in  the exhibit 

due to space or movement constraints .   
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All cartons / crates of the heavy or large exhibits should be clearly marked with the following ;

Please note that where mechanical handling within the exhibition halls is required, the 

services of the official freight forw arder  only  must be a vail ed and all costs incurred will be 

borne by the exhibitor.  Forklifts, cranes and pallet trucks from other forwarders / 

transporters other than the official agents will not be allowed to operate  inside the 

exhibition halls.  

 

B10 Stora ge  

 

Exhibitors needing space for storing their empty cartons / crates on site, should contact the 

official freight forwarders , who will make necessary arrangements subject to availability  of 

space only. The charges , if any will be paid by the exhibitor to  the contractor directly  Or el se, 

exhibitors must arrange for their empty and non -usable cartons / crat es to be transported 

back to their own premises. No excess stock and literature or packing cases may be stored 

on, around or behind the panels / shell st ructures  & pathways .   

 

 

B11 Dangerous Material  

 

 No temporary gas or welding appliances may be used in the exhibition halls.  

 Neon lights need prior approval from the organisers before installation . 

 No explosives, petrol, dangerous gas or highly inflammable  substances are  

allowed in the halls.  

 No radio active materials are to be used.  

 

B12 Damage to booth structure and exhibition premises  

 

No person under any circumstances shall cut into or through the floor covering or wall s, nor 

alter any booth service ex cept if  authorized in writing by the organisers. Any such damage to 

the venue premises / booth structure will be invoiced to the exhibitor.  

 

B13 Payment terms and conditions  

 

 All payments must be made in accordance with the terms and methods of payments as 

set out on the contract form.  

 In the event the exhibitor fail s to meet any such payment obligations (whether as to the 

amounts or date of payment) then the Organiser s reserve  the right to cancel its contract 

with the exhibitor and to resell or realloca te the booth space allocated to the exhibitor and 

the provisions of paragraph below relating to cancellation charges shall apply.  

 

B13.1 Cancellation of booth space  

 

 If the exhibitor wishes at any time prior to the exhibition to cancel or reduce the boo th 

space allocated to him, then notice of such wish, stating the reasons for such cancellation 

or reduction, must be made in writing on their company letterhead and sent by registered 

letter. The posting date will serve as reference for calculat ion of  boot h space reduction / 

cancellation charges.  

 In the event that the organisers accept the exhibitorôs notice of cancellation or reduction 

of their  booth space or in the event that the organisers terminate the contract with the 

exhibitor for whatever other reas on, the organisers shall have the absolute discretion (but
